I can’t believe it’s May already -- almost 2 years since I arrived in Zambia for this amazing adventure.  For those of you who don’t know, I just spent our April holiday back in the US.  It was such a wonderful, much-needed month of rest and rejuvenation.  I was so blessed to spend time with many of you, and I thank you for your continued encouragement and support.  I loved getting to spend time with John and some of our American team at the CAFO conference in Chicago, learning more about how to best serve vulnerable children around the world.  I walked away from that time even more confident that God has called me to Zambia and the students of Haven of Hope for this period of my life and I was so excited to get back and continue the story.

We started our second term last Monday and it’s been quite a fun change so far.  Here in Luanshya, we are now meeting at our newly purchased and renovated house about two minutes from the old school.
